ACT I, SCENE I
PPT: BEYOND SCARED STRAIGHT - SLIDE - ON SCREEN
[Chairs of people grouped in semi-circle facing podium; all are characters from lawyer movies - Elle Woods from Legally Blonde dressed in a pink suit, Tom Cruise from A Few Good Men dressed in white dress military attire, Vinny from My Cousin Vinny dressed in a black leather jacket, gold chain, and sunglasses. Also, Donald Trump and Hilary Clinton are seated in the chairs. Saul Goodman from Better Call Saul is at the podium.  A “Noital” attorney type character in a tweed jacket, bow tie, and glasses stands looking down his nose at the chairs full of misfits.]
A LARGE POSTER SIGN STATING ”SCARED STRAIGHT CLE SEMINAR FOR LAWYERS” is held up and walked across the stage for the audience to view.
SAUL:   Good morning everyone and welcome to today’s seminar on Ethics and Professionalism.   My name is James McGill, but you can just call me Saul.  Before we begin, I’d like to introduce you Mr. Sam Noital, Chief Counsel for the Florida Bar, who is going to say a few words to you. 
[“Noital”, wearing a tweed jacket and bow tie, in the back comes to the podium while smattering of applause]

NOITAL:  Ladies and gentlemen, good morning.  Today, you, as lawyers, will be participating in an informative and educational program that is designed to keep our noble profession great and enable you to improve yourselves and the practice of law.  I hope you enjoy the program and use the Socratic method to your best advantage [Chuckles/snorts to himself like he told a funny].   Remember counsel, it is a privilege, not a right, to practice law.  
[Applause. Noital exits the stage.] 

[Saul returns to the podium and visibly waits while until Noital leaves the room, obvious long silence, then grips the podium with both hands once he is gone].  

PPT: DOSE OF REALITY- SLIDE SAUL [shouting]:  OK, you losers!  Enough of the happy hearts n flowers horseshit.  You think you’re in a “professionalism” class.  You think you’re gonna learn “ethics” here? 
SAUL: You’re all here for one reason and one reason only—you either screwed up being a lawyer or you screwed up before you even went to law school and now you passed the Bar exam and can’t even get the damn E-S-Q –so let me tell you where you are—YOU ARE IN HELL. Now let’s go around the room so you can get to know your fellow devil spawn—and we’ll see by the end of the day if you’re up to keeping that license or if you are more deserving of cleaning up after my dog. 
SAUL: Yo’ Shades [pointing to “Vinny” from My Cousin Vinny, who is wearing a leather jacket, gold chains, and shades] 
PPT: MY COUSIN VINNY MOVIE POSTER - SLIDE 
SHADES: [non verbal - points at himself/herself with a questioning look (?)]
SAUL: Yeah I’m talkin to YOU. What’re you in for? 

SHADES:  (with Brooklyn accent) Well, it kinda started with a can a tuna…
PPT: SAC-O-SUDS CAN OF TUNA - SLIDE 
SAUL:  Tuna?  Dude, where’d you go to law school? 

PPT: VINNY WEARING A RIDICULOUS SUIT - SLIDE 
SHADES: um, excuse me, but I attended a very prestigious online University that I dink is almost fully accredited now. 

SAUL:  Oh yeah, what school is that? 

SHADES:  SCREW U. 

PPT: VINNY LEATHER JACKET GOLD CHAIN IMAGE- SLIDE 
SAUL:  Bite me.  What’re you in for man? 

[LIGHTS FLICKER ON AND OFF] 

[HARP SOUND plays and transition the PPT to the Contract Signing Visual] 

The scene is set up for why Shades is in the Scared Straight CLE class.] 
PPT: HARP SOUND TRANSITION TO CONTRACT SIGNING SLIDE– SLIDE 
A LARGE POSTER SIGN STATING”FLASHBACK” is held up and walked across the stage for the audience to view.






Scene 2
PPT: SIGNING CONTRACTS UNDER PRESSUREREMAINS ON SCREEN – SLIDE 
[Shades and her sexy male companion, who is her good looking but dim witted husband, are sitting at a table with papers in front of them.]
SHADES:  C’mon honey, just sign the papers, everyding is legit. 

SEXY HUBBY:  (heavy Brooklyn accent) Well, how would I know that? You don’t give me a chance to read them and god forbid I should take them to an attorney to look at.

SHADES: You don’t need an attorney, honey, I’m an attorney.  You know I would never do anything to hurt you.  You said you wanted me to transfer 50% of the stock in my company to you—you know, so you would have that feeling of “togetherness”—so I’m just doing what you asked.  It’s fa you honey.  Now just sign the damn paper. 

[Sexy dimwitted hubby gives a petulant sigh and signs.  Shades quickly picks up the papers.]
SHADES:  T’ank you honey, (kisses each of his hands), you’ve been a lovely lovely signator.    
PPT: KISSING HANDS IMAGE OF COUSIN VINNY AND WITNESS-SLIDE 
SEXY HUBBY:  Don’t I get a copy? 

SHADES:  Of course, honey.  But uh, da guy’s fixing the machine right now.  I’ll bring it home da-nite.   [SEXY HUBBY leaves stage in a huff, exasperated.]  

[Enter JOEY, guy that looks like a gangster.]
JOEY:  So, u got it boss? 

SHADES:  Yeah yeah Joey, he signed off.  Put it in da safe.  No copies.  
JOEY:  What does he dink? 
PPT: MADOFF THE MONSTER IMAGE - SLIDE 
SHADES: He dinks he’s now officially the owner of half of a divorce soft-ware company that doesn’t exist.  He doesn’t know that he transferred non-existent class B shares to himself and gave me 100% ownership of Preferred A stock by signing that over to my other company, which is what really makes the money.  But he’ll never figure out who owns that one either.  Too many holding and umbrella corporations to get to me. 
JOEY:  Yeah, well don’t get too cocky—those Hard Rock Male Revues are in a bit of a slump right now because of the economy.  
PPT: MAGIC MIKE - SLIDE 

JOEY:   Nobody has cash.   What about the Tesla? 

PPT: STUD GUY AND TESLA IMAGE- SLIDE 
SHADES:  That’s still in “An-tin-ee’s” garage.  God, I do love that man!  I hope he’s workin ta-nite.  Nope, the ice-king with the M.R. degree will never know about that when I go to divorce the bastard, and I’ve got a sure thing on a horse in the 7th today that’ll pay back the Teitleman Estate.
PPT: TETLEMAN CLIENTS IMAGE –SLIDE 

JOEY:  As in the Teitleman Estate that paid for the Tesla? 

SHADES:  It was interest-free loan, considering I reduced my retainer. 

PPT: SAUL HOLDING UP CASH MONEY- SLIDE 
JOEY: That widow Teitleman doesn’t know about it.   By the way, HHM doesn’t wanna work with you on the Sand Piper Crossing class action suit
PPT SAND PIPER NURSING HOME – SLIDE 

JOEY: —they’ll give u 20% if they are successful and get a settlement or win at trial, but you don’t exactly fit “the image” to work with them, if you get my drift. 
SHADES:  Those crooks, they’re getting away with highway robbery.   Awright, tell them I’ll take it as long as I don’t have to do anything for such chump change- maybe it’ll cover all the checks I got out on the street right now.  I gotta get to da track. 

Scene 3

PPT: HARP MUSIC TRANSITIONS US TO JUDGE ON THE PPT SCREEN - SLIDE 
LARGE FLASHBACK SIGN IS WALKED ACROSS THE STAGE

[A courtroom set up.  SHADES in the witness box.  A distinguished gray-haired judge that looks and sounds like Fred Gwynne in the movie My Cousin Vinny.  The Tom Cruise character from a Few Good Men wearing a dress military white uniform and hat is at the prosecution table with papers and notebooks piled high, and an atty by himself at defense counsel table looking kind of rumpled and hung over with nothing but a legal pad in front of him.]  

PPT: JUDGE FROM MY COUSIN VINNY, FRED GWYNNE – SLIDE REMAINS
JUDGE [with a southern accent]:  Florida Bar v. Veronica LaGuardia Gambini will now come to order.  Mrs. Gambini, you have been charged with  1) obscuring and concealing marital assets from your husband in your divorce case; 2) using an estate asset for your own benefit without informing the estate beneficiaries, not to mention stealing from your trust account, 3) financial irresponsibility and failure to pay creditors 4) failing to report your all of your many creditors to the Bar on your Bar application and 5) accepting a referral fee without any co-counsel participation the case.  And you have plead Not Guilty correct? 

PPT: ANOTHER IMAGE OF MY COUSIN VINNY JUDGE – SLIDE  
SHADES:  Dat’s correct Ya Honah.   Innocent until proven guilty. 

JUDGE:   Looks like Bar Counsel has a truckload of evidence today —you sure you don’t want to change your plea –you’ve only had your license for a few years—you ready to lose it now? 
PPT: IMAGE OF DEFENSE COUNSEL PAUL NEWMAN TYPE CHARACTER RELAXING AT DEFENSE TABLE – SLIDE 
DEFENSE COUNSEL:  Your Honor—if the Court is going to argue my case, please don’t lose it for me.   [Judge turns to Bar Counsel (the Tom Cruise character) and gives the nod to begin]
PPT: IMAGE OF A FEW GOOD MEN MOVIE POSTER- SLIDE 
BAR COUNSEL: [with a bit of a Tom Cruise smirk on his face]—So, Mrs. Gambini—where do I start?  Why don’t you tell us about the Teitlebaum Estate and that $100,000 Tesla that’s parked in your stripper/boyfriend’s garage?
PPT: IMAGE OF TOM CRUISE A FEW GOOD MEN- SLIDE 
SHADES:  You want answers? 

BAR COUNSEL: [thundering and bags on table] I WANT THE TRUTH!

PPT: TOM CRUISE YELLING I WANT THE TRUTH- SLIDE 
SHADES: YOU CAN’T HANDLE THE TRUTH!
PPT: JACK NICHOLSON YELLING YOU CAN’T HANDLE THE TRUTH – SLIDE 
[LIGHTS FLICKER ON AND OFF]

PPT: HARP MUSIC TRANSITIONS US TO BEYOND SCRAED STRAIGHT IMAGE– SLIDE [We are taken back to the present where SHADES is sitting in the Scared Straight CLE class just having recounted his story] 

SHADES:  So yeah, dat’s what happened.  Cep’ as the trial went on it became pretty obvious dat da truth was gonna land me in Lake County Correctional rather than set me free, so I took a deal and I’m sittin’ in dis ridiculous CLE class wit’ yuse. 

Donald Trump: [talking to the other misfit lawyers in the seats and referring to Vinny.] I’m gonna to give this gal a chance. She can come work for me. I like her. I’m gonna give her a HUGE salary. HUGE. It’s gonna be HUGE.

PPT: Donald Trump/HUGE – SLIDE 

PPT: VIDEO TRANSITION TO THE GAME SHOW. GAME SHOW MUSIC AND VIDEO PLAYS WHILE SCENE IS CHANGED – SLIDE 

[Scene is a game show set up where female contestant in black shirt/jacket is sitting across from the game show host, Regis. 

WHO WANTS TO BE A MILLIONAIRE
PPT: WHO WANTS TO BE A MILLIONAIRE – SLIDE 

PPT: OR AN ETHICAL LAWYER WITH APPLAUSE –SLIDES  
REGIS: Thank you. Thank you very much. 
PPT: REGIS & GAME SHOW SLIDE – SLIDE 

REGIS: Thank you everybody. It is nice to see you again. Good evening and welcome to Tuesday night of “Who Wants to Be a Millionaire (or an ethical lawyer)!” 

PPT: REGIS WITH GAME SHOW CONTESTANT – SLIDE 
REGIS: Now, tonight our phone lines are open. Right now we are here with attorney Catherine Byron Valesquez, who comes to us from sunny South Florida. Let’s see, you are currently a family law attorney?
CONTESTANT: That’s right.

REGIS: Been practicing law how long?

CONTESTANT:  13 years 

REGIS: Ok Catherine. It’s nice to have you here. [Looking at audience], now Catherine, you know how this works. You answer 6 questions, three rounds, each question you get right gets you one step closer to being a millionaire. You also have lifelines you can use to use to help you succeed on your quest to becoming a millionaire or an Ethical Lawyer. You can “Phone a Friend” or “Ask the Audience.” 

PPT: PHONE A FRIEND & ASK THE AUDIENCE – SLIDE    
REGIS: Each time you use a lifeline and Phone a Friend, your friend - someone in the audience - will win a prize from our SPONSOR! 

PPT: OFFICE DEPOT LOGO IMAGE- SLIDE 
REGIS: Remember, if you go all the way tonight and answer all the questions correctly, you will win One Million Dollars  . . . or become an Ethical Lawyer.  Are you ready? 

PPT: REGIS AND CONTESTANT – SLIDE 

CONTESTANT: I’m ready Regis.

REGIS: OK. You have all of your life lines left – Phone a Friend and Ask the Audience. Ready to go for it? Audience Ready? Let’s play Who Wants to be A Millionaire!! (or an Ethical Lawyer)  

PPT: REGIS AND AMOUNTS OF MONEY– SLIDE 
REGIS: Alright. Set to go and here it is for $2,000…………

PPT: Q & A SLIDE – SLIDE 

REGIS: “If Mrs. Gambini later repays her husband the full value of the shares she took, or provides stock of equal value, is she guilty of professional misconduct?”

A. No, so long as she repaid 100 percent

B. No so long as her husband never finds out

C. Yes, but only if she was acting as his attorney

D. Yes, even if the money is repaid and she wasn’t acting as his attorney

CONTESTANT: Oh Regis! I don’t know. I think I need to use a lifeline and “Phone a Friend.”
PPT: PHONE A FRIEND – SLIDE 

REGIS: OK. Who would you like to call?

CONTESTANT: I’m going to call one of my friends in Middle Temple. I think someone there can help me.

REGIS: OK. If someone out there in Middle Temple will take Cathy’s phone call, that person will receive this gorgeous lap top bag [pointing to power point screen], which contains a 10$ Starbucks gift card. 
PPT: LAP TOP BAG – SLIDE   
REGIS: Let’s see the hands of those in Middle Temple who are willing to take Cathy’s phone call and win themselves this lap top bag. 

PPT: PHONE SOUND RINGS/PHONE A FRIEND SLIDE – SLIDE 

[Regis re reads Q& A to audience and obtains a proposed an Answer from the person “on the phone.”] 

Regis: Cathy, are you going to agree with that answer?

CONTESTANT: I agree/disagree.

Regis: Cathy, you are correct/incorrect

[Discussion re the correct answer with Middle Temple and the Inns.]
PPT: ANSWERS – SLIDE  
PPT: TRANSITION MUSIC BACK TO GAME SHOW
 REGIS: OK. You used one of your life lines, but you still have quite a few left. Are you ready to go for it? Audience Ready? OK so here is the next question for $4,000

PPT: Q & A – SLIDE 

REGIS: “Is it a violation for Mrs. Gambini to take a payment from HHM law firm related to the Sand Piper Crossing class action?

A. Yes, because she is not taking any responsibility
B. No, because it’s an allowable referral fee
C. No, if 20% is considered reasonable
D. Yes, because it is not in writing and does not involve joint responsibility and client consultations
CONTESTANT: Oh Regis! I’m not sure. These questions are so hard. I think I need to use another lifeline. I am going to “Phone a Friend!”

PPT: PHONE A FRIEND – SLIDE 

 REGIS: OK Cathy. Who would you like to call?

CONTESTANT: I’m going to call one of my friends in Gray’s Inn. I think someone out there probably watched the T.V. show “Better Call Saul” and knows about the HHM law firm and the Sand Piper Crossing class action. 
REGIS: Cathy, I hope you’re right. If someone out there in Gray’s Inn will take Cathy’s phone call, that person will receive a Bonded Leather 3 Ring Padfolio [pointing to power point screen] and a 10$ Starbucks gift card from our sponsor. Let’s see the hands of those in folks from Gray’s Inn who are willing to take Cathy’s phone call and win themselves this terrific prize. 

PPT: 3 RING PAD FOLIO– SLIDE   

[Regis re reads Q& A to audience and obtains a proposed an Answer from the person “on the phone.”] 

Regis: Cathy, are you going to agree with that answer?

CONTESTANT: I agree/disagree.

Regis: Cathy, you are correct/incorrect.

[Discussion re the correct answer with Gray’s Inn and the Inns.]

PPT: ANSWERS – SLIDE 

[After discussion ends, PPT TRANSITIONS audience with music back to the Game Show.] 

PPT: MILLIONAIRE LOGO WITH MUSIC– SLIDE  

REGIS: OK. We are going to take a break and go to our regularly scheduled program Better Call Saul and we’ll see you back in a moment for more of Who Wants to Be a Millionaire)! But now a word from our sponsor …….
[AN OFFICE DEPOT COMMERCIAL plays while the scenes are changed and Act 2 is set up]
PPT: OFFICE DEPOT COMMERCIAL – SLIDE
