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2012-2013 PROGRAM STRUCTURE


The 2012-2013 program theme for the Honorable Joseph B. Campbell Inn of Court is DOING THE MOST WITH THE LITTLE WE HAVE.  The Honorable Joseph B. Campbell Inn of Court is chartered in San Bernardino County, California.  The Judicial Branch in the State of California is struggling with unprecedented budget cuts including a $544 Million Dollar reduction in funding for the fiscal year 2012-2013 alone.  The programs for this year are all designed to incorporate some facet of this budgetary crisis and its effects on the Legal Community and the Court.

ORIENTATION:


The first 2012-2013 General Membership meeting of the Honorable Joseph B. Campbell Inn of Court will be held on October 10, 2012.  New Member Orientation will precede the General Membership Meeting and will be conducted by the Membership Chair.

PROGRAMS:

October:


The program topic for the October 10, 2012, meeting is LAWYER BULLYING AND STONEWALLING: COMBATTING OVERLY-AGGRESSIVE TACTICS AND REDUCING DELAYS.  This program will focus on how the use of aggressive tactics and the “big stall” may lead to wasting valuable and limited resources versus the ethical obligation of zealously representing a client.  This team will be selected by a Judicial Master who will also Chair the presentation.  
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November:


The program topic for the November 14, 2012, meeting is ECONOMICS AND THE CHANGING ROLE OF JUDGES AND JUSTICE.  This program will address the consequences and repercussions of the budget cuts to the Courts in the State of California.  This team will be selected by a Judicial Master who will also Chair the presentation.  


November is also the ANNUAL BRING AN ASSOCIATE meeting.  Members are encouraged to bring an associate to the meeting who may be interested in joining the Inn.  The Associate attends the meeting as a guest of the Inn.

December:


The December meeting is the ANNUAL FIELD TRIP.  This year the Inn will be taking a tour of the San Bernardino County Sheriff’s Department’s updated Crime Lab.  The Director and/or the Deputy Director of the San Bernardino County Sheriff’s Department Crime Lab will conduct the tour.  Members will be allowed into the Lab and will be able to observe the equipment and the working areas of the Lab.  The tour will be followed by an informal meeting of those members who participated in the tour.

January:

The program topic for the January 9, 2013, meeting is LOST IN TRANSLATION: EFFECTIVE USE OF INTERPRETERS IN THE COURTS.  Certified Court Interpreters will be joining the team in this presentation and will also offer tips on how to most effectively use their services.  

February:


The February, 2012, meeting is the ANNUAL JOINT INNS OF COURT DINNER MEETING  with the Honorable Leo A. Deegan Inn of Court from Riverside and the Honorable Slaughter/Roemer Inn of Court from Indian Wells.  This year the Joint Dinner Meeting is being hosted by the Honorable Slaughter/Roemer Inn of Court.

March:


The program topic for the March 13, 2013, meeting is KEEP IT MOVING: AVOIDING OBJECTIONS IN TRIAL.  During this presentation members will watch brief cuts from movies such as “My Cousin Vinny,” and make objections to questions and vidence.  A team of Masters will rule on the objections.

April:


The program topic for the April 10, 2013, meeting is HOW BASIC TECHNOLOGY TOOLS CAN SAVE TIME AND IMPROVE PRODUCTIVITY.  This program will be provided by guest speaker Scott J. Grossberg, Esq. who is known for his expertise in Ipad and Ipad applications for lawyers.  He is well known for his “Ipad for the Lawyer” publications and lectures.

May:


The program topic for the May 8, 2013, meeting is THE PUBLIC PERCEPTION OF LAWYERS (SHAKESPEARE TO NOW).  The focus of this presentation is how to maintain and/or engender a positive view of the legal profession in a time of crowded courts, court closures, reduced funding for legal aid services, etc.

June:


The June 12, 2013, meeting is the ANNUAL END OF YEAR BANQUET.  Historically, the Presiding Justice of the Fourth District Court of Appeal, Division Two and the Presiding Judge of the San Bernardino County Superior Court are guest speakers for the evening with each of them presenting on their respective State of the Courts.

HANDOUTS:


Each team is responsible for providing handouts for their presentations.

OUTREACH:


In addition to these scheduled presentations, the Honorable Joseph B. Campbell Inn of Court is implementing an outreach pupillage team this year.  The outreach pupillage team will be comprised of volunteer members who donate an hour of time to pro bono service and then report briefly to the membership about their experience.  Participation in the outreach pupillage team will be considered the same as though a member participated in a program presentation.

MENTORING:


This year the Joseph B. Campbell Inn of Court is developing Mentoring Teams which are designed around our Law Student Members.  Each year there are three Law Student Members of the Inn from the University of LaVerne Law School.  The structure of the Mentoring Teams is as follows:
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Law Student is assigned an Associate Member as a mentor;


The Associate Member assigned to the Law Student is assigned a Barrister Member as a mentor;


The Barrister Member assigned to the Associate Member is assigned a Master as a mentor.


Each of these members will comprise a Mentoring Team and will provide mentoring to one another for the entire Inn year.


Each member of the Team may seek guidance from any other member of the Team as well.  The Law Student may seek counsel from the Associate Member, the Barrister Member, the Master, or all of them.  The Associate may seek counsel from the Barrister Member or the Master and may include the Law Student.  The Master may counsel all of the Team Members individually or as a group.
