The dues for members will be raised for National AIC in the amount of $10.00. Lastly, it was discussed whether Bob Erwin should receive a stipend for expenses in videotaping the Inn presentations. It was agreed by the present committee members that a stipend would be given to Mr. Erwin for expenses, such as travel to and from the Inn meetings in the amount of $500.00 per term, with additional amounts as necessary.
