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American Inns of Court are designed to improve the skills, professionalism and ethics of the bench and bar. An American Inn of Court is an amalgam of judges, lawyers, and in some cases, law professors and law students. Each Inn meets approximately once a month both to "break bread" and to hold programs and discussions on matters of ethics, skills and professionalism.

The Chattanooga Area Food Bank reports on their website that supplies are getting low. Food donations are down one million pounds from last year while demand for food boxes alone has increased 12% over the same period. 

Operation costs have increased while corporate donations have decreased. They currently have a special need for canned peas and vegetables, canned meat and juices, dry beans, rice, oatmeal, and cornmeal.
