The Family Law Inn of Tampa presents the 2010 Theodore Millison Professionalism Award to Christine Derr

On November 29, 2010, Christine Derr was awarded the 2010 Theodore Millison Professionalism Award in the Chambers of the Honorable Caroline Tesche in Tampa, Florida.  The Theodore Millison Professionalism Award is given once a year to an attorney in the Inn who has exhibited exceptional professionalism in the practice of family law.
